These lessons will be 
applied to various writ-
ing assignments that fo-
cus on the different  
styles of writing. The 
PSSA text-dependent 
analysis and writing ru-
brics will be utilized in 
an effort to prepare for 
the PSSA English Lan-
guage Arts testing in the 
spring. You will be re-
quired to complete indi-

vidual and group projects.  
Your spelling and vo-
cabulary words will be 
taken from the various 
stories read in class or 
from common Greek and 
Latin root words.  There 
will be an emphasis on 
understanding roots, pre-
fixes, and suffixes to help 
you become a better 
reader and writer.   

What to Expect 

 You will start 
each marking period with 
five bonus points.
