2. __________________Language – Language that cannot be taken literally since it was written to 

create a special effect or feeling 

 

3. __________________– The use of specific objects that represent more than its literal meaning.  The 

object must be something tangible or visible while the idea it represents can express feelings, emotions, 

or ideas.
