Angler knot, barrel knot, Blackwall hitch, bowline, carrick bend, cat’s paw, clove hitch, eye splice, figure-
eight knot, fisherman’s bend, granny knot, half hitch, lark’s head, magnus hitch, overhand knot,
overhand loop, reef knot, rolling hitch, seizing, sheet bend, slip knot, square knot, stevedore knot,
timber hitch, two half hitches, whipping
